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From the Principal
Below is Glen'’s speech prior to the students singing “Light a Candle for Peace” on Thursday 17" September.

I would like to welcome you all — parents, grandparents and children — to this our celebration of International Peace
Day. International Peace Day has been declared by the United Nations and is held each year on the 21 September —
the northern hemisphere’s autumnal equinox. Since we are on holidays next Monday, today is our opportunity to
celebrate International Peace Day.

For many people, peace is associated with the cessation of something out of the normal — whether it be the ending of
the terrible tragedies that have occurred during a war or how you feel once an alarm, that has been making its raucous
noise for a half-an-hour since 1 am in the morning, has finally stopped sounding.

Yet peace has another meaning. Peace is harmony. It is that very special feeling that comes when all things are
working together harmoniously.

Maria Montessori worked tirelessly for peace for the whole of the first half of last century. For her work she was
nominated for the Nobel Peace Prize, not once but three times — in 1949, 1950 and 1951. Maria Montessori had a
vision of peace. For her, peace involved social harmony, love, justice, the pursuit of knowledge and the co-operation of
individuals and groups for the betterment of humanity — this peace is an active rather than a passive state. Montessori
believed the real work of creating peace is through education. Education must foster the development of people who
value themselves, who feel in control of their lives, for only then can they direct their energies to a wider community
and work to build a better world.

Montessori’s approach to education is child—centred and is based on mutual respect and cooperation. She believed that
children should be provided with an ordered and secure environment where they are free to explore and discover and to
grow. It is here that the child can do the great work that they have been charged with — to develop to their potential so
that he or she can bring true peace to the world. And, do you know, they do it in a peaceful manner.

We will now listen to the children sing, “Light a Candle for Peace”. This song has been composed by the Canadian,
Shelley Murley. She is the coordinator for the special event “Sing Peace around the World” in which Montessori children
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all around the world will be singing this song next Monday. It is not often that our children get a chance to be a part,
and feel a part, of the much wider Montessori community. In the singing of this song, “Light a Candle for Peace”, we
are a part of the world-wide Montessori community working for peace.

MONTESSORI MATTERS

The Montessori classroom covers a humber of different areas.

The “Practical Life” area is especially for the very young child (22 - 3%2) and teaches her how to care for herself and
her environment. Here, your child will learn to dress herself by using the dressing frames (buttons, snaps, zipper,
buckles, pins, laces, bows, and hooks and eyes), to polish silver and to properly wash her hands, among other things.

The “Sensorial” area allows her to use her senses to learn about the world. Here, your child will learn to judge different
heights, lengths, weights, colours, sounds, smells, shapes and textures.

The language, math, geography and science areas provide your child with aids for her intellectual development.
Exercises in body movement assist her physical development and her awareness of her body and what it can do.

Many Montessori schools add such areas as music, art, dancing, sewing, woodworking and foreign languages to further
enrich your child’s total development.
